Its flexible 
design allows children to build hills, curves, 
jumps, and custom raceways using books, 
furniture, playground equipment, and other 
everyday objects. 
 
What started as a simple idea has grown 
into a learning tool used by families, 
libraries, schools, makerspaces, 
museums, and community organizations 
around the world.

Kids explore gravity, 
engineering, problem-solving, 
and design through loops, 
jumps, ramps, and experiments.

After a few 
straight runs on the track, 
create a small hill with a 
rolling pin or make a tunnel 
from a half gallon milk 
container to make other 
thrilling car rides. Pair the 
activity with Oscar and 
the Cricket: a book about 
moving and rolling by Geoff 
Waring and Newton and Me 
by Lynne Mayer.
